1. Course Description

With the introduction of value added tax in Saudi Arabia, accounting students are expected to fully
understand and properly account for the VAT, from invoicing to recording entries and preparing
VAT return forms. As such, this course provides an overview of the accounting treatment of the
VAT according to the various type of goods and services. Additionally, this course also exposes
the possible VAT treatments from multiple sources, possible challenges and questions in order to
help businesses in the country to understand the likely impact from adopting VAT on their
operations and financial accounts. This course is offered as part of the Zakat and Tax accounting
tracks.

In the program proposed study plan students will commence specialization according to their
chosen tracks in Year 4 Semester 1. Students may choose their track at the end of Year 3,
Semester 1.

2. Course Main Objective

The emphasis of this course is to gain an in-depth practical knowledge of the VAT legislation and
get a clear understanding of the principles of VAT and application of the framework as it applies
in the Saudi Arabia. On successful completion of this course, students may apply for the VAT
Compliance Diploma exam from the Association of Taxation Technicians (ATT), UK.
